TEMPORARY USE

In accordance with Section 22.0 of the Electoral Area “E” Official Community Plan Bylaw No.
2458, 2008, the land specified in Section 5 may be used for a “vacation rental” use as
defined in the Okanagan Valley Zoning Bylaw, being the use of a residential dwelling unit
for the accommodation of paying guests occupying the dwelling unit for a period of less
than one month.
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CONDITIONS OF TEMPORARY USE
7. The vacation rental use of the land is subject to the following conditions:
a) the vacation rental use shall occur only between June 1%t and September 30%™;

b) the following information must be posted within the dwelling unit while the vacation
rental use is occurring:

i) the location of property lines by way of a map;
ii) acopy of the Regional District’s Noise Control Bylaw Net 2931, 2022;
iii) measures to address water conservation;

iv) instructions on the use of appliances that could'cause fires, and for evacuation of
the building in the event of fire;

v) instructions on the storage and manageiment of garbage;
vi) instructions on septic system care;4nd

vii) instructions on the control of pets (if pets are pérmitted by the opérator) in
accordance with the Regional District’s Animal:Control Bylaw.

c) the maximum number of bedreéms that may be occupied by paying guests shall be
three (3);

d) the number of paying guests that may be accommodated at any time shall not exceed
six (6);

e) a minimum oaf three(3))on-site vehicle parking spaces shall be provided for paying
guests;

f) camping and thejuse /ofgrecreational yehicles, accessory buildings and accessory
structures.on the property forvacation rental occupancy are not permitted; and

g) Lcurrent telephone contact information for a site manager or the property owner,
updated from timeyto timeasnecessary, as well as a copy of this Temporary Use Permit
shall be provided'to the owper of each property situated within 100 metres of the land
and te each occupant of such property if the occupier is not the owner.
