□ Landscape Plan - where applicable, the Landscape Plan shall be drawn to scale and shall show existing and 
proposed landscaping and to include an estimate of the cost of landscaping, provided by a Landscape 
Architect or qualified professional. This estimate will be used to determine the amount of any security 
required.
