Did You know....

The RDOS has a mass notification system for citizens and property owners within the regional district,
called CIVIC READY. This new technology will enhance communication when it matters most; before,
during and after an emergency event like floods or fires. Also, for all RDOS owned and operated water
systems, CIVIC READY will be useful for receiving notifications before any planned interruptions of
service, such as utility project and construction events, power or water interruptions, and when water
restriction stages are changed in response to local water supplies.

Are you a Farmer or Producer?
Civic Ready could be especially valuable for you. The RDOS is part of a valley-wide Agricultural
Drought Communications project. This means that important water system and drought
information is provided to you as weather or conditions change and drought becomes a
possibility. This project does not wish to overload you with alerts, but provide timely messaging
should the need arise.
Messages to expect:

e Early season updates on the snowpack and summer weather forecasts

e Water supply updates

e Changes in water restriction Stages and responses in your area

e Agricultural turn-on and off dates
