LANDFILL USED PRESSURIZED TANKS EVACUATION and RECYCLE SERVICES

INTRODUCTION

1.1. PURPOSE

The Regional District of Okanagan-Similkameen (RDOS) administers four Landfill Sites: Okanagan Falls,
Campbell Mountain (Penticton), Oliver and Keremeos. The Regional District has identified the need
within its communities for a means by which used pressurized tanks can be safely disposed in an
environmentally sound manner. The Regional District has established a location at each site for the
public disposal of used Pressurized Tanks. The used Pressurized Tanks received are predominantly
reusable and non-reusable Propane Tanks and a volume of Fire Extinguishers of various classes and
capacities. The Regional District also receives tanks of varying capacities for oxygen, acetylene, helium,
CO2, Freon, STA’- PUT adhesive, etc.

The Regional District is seeking through this Request For Proposals (RFP) a Service Provision Contractor
qualified to effectively manage a comprehensive range of Pressurized Tanks. Effective Management in
this context requires the environmentally sound disposal or recycling of remaining tank contents and
recycling of metal tank bodies of all pressurized tanks stockpiled at RDOS Landfill Sites.

e Campbell Mountain Landfill (Penticton) - 1765 Reservoir Rd.
e Keremeos Transfer Station - 860 El Rancho Dr.

e (Okanagan Falls Landfill - 3751 Allendale Lake Rd.

e Oliver Landfill - 498 Saddle Ridge Rd.

1.2. BACKGROUND

In the early 2000’s the RDOS recognized the inherent hazards presented by the unregulated disposal
of used pressurized tanks in the refuse compacted at the Landfill Active Face. The RDOS introduced a
program for the Source Separation and stockpiling of propane tanks. In subsequent years it has been
noted that while the majority of Pressurized Tanks disposed contain propane there are also a number
of other pressurized gas containers being collected. While the separation and stockpiling of pressurized
tanks has reduced the hazard related to the crushing and compaction of pressurized tanks, the
presence of large volumes of pressurized tanks on a landfill site presents a significant hazard especially
during the summer months.

The Regional District currently maintains an Agreement granting CAV VENTURES LTD (DBA) FAIRVIEW
HUSKY (the “Contractor”) the right of access to Regional District administered Landfill Sites for the
purpose of salvaging quantities of non-expired Propane Cylinders and Tanks. This Agreement shall take
precedence between servicing events of the Contract Work awarded as a result of this RFP.
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The Regional District recognizes that the difficulties presented by the disposal of used pressurized tanks
and their contents is a problem common to most local government waste management facilities in the
Province of British Columbia. The RDOS has been active in advocating that the Province place
pressurized tanks as a product that is managed under the Recycling Regulation as an Extended
Producer Responsibility (EPR) product. It is believed that if a service provider were to develop a process
for the safe environmentally sound management of used pressurized tanks it would be well-placed to
service current local government needs and those of an EPR program when developed.

Proponents shall carefully examine the RFP documents and shall fully inform themselves as to the
intent, existing conditions and limitations which may affect their Proposal submission. No
consideration will be given after submission of a Proposal to any claim that there was any
misunderstanding with respect to the conditions imposed.

Proponents finding discrepancies or omissions in the Contract or RFP, or having doubts as to the
meaning or intent of any provision, should immediately notify the above listed project contact. If there
are any changes, additions, or deletions to the Proposal scope, conditions, or closing date, Proponents
will be advised by means of an Addendum issued by the Regional District. All Addenda is to become
part of the Proposal Documents and receipt of Addenda should be acknowledged by the Proponent in
the submission.

Verbal discussion between the Regional District Directors or Staff and a Proponent shall not become a
part of the RFP or modify the RFP unless confirmed by written Addendum. The Regional District shall
not be responsible for Proponents adjusting their Proposals based only on oral instructions by any
representative of the Regional District.

2.3. SITE MEETING or PRE-PROPOSAL MEETING
Interested proponents are invited to inspect all Sites at their convenience.

3. GENERAL TERMS OF PROPOSAL PROCESS

3.1. DEFINITIONS
“Addenda” means all additional information regarding this RFP including amendments to the RFP;

“Agreement” or “Contract” means a contract that is issued to formalize the Work with the successful
Proponent based on the proposal submitted and incorporate by reference the Request for
Proposal, any addenda issued, the Proponent’s response and acceptance by the Regional District.;
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“Contractor” means the person(s), firm(s) or corporation(s) appointed by the Regional District to
carry out all duties, obligations, work and services first contemplated in the Request for Proposal
and all associated documentation, which may also include mutually agreed revisions subsequent
to submission of a Proposal.;

“must” or “mandatory” or “shall” means a requirement that must be met;

“Pressurized Tank” RDOS Administered Landfills Regulatory Bylaw - means a closed metal container
designed to hold gases or liquids at a pressure substantially different from the ambient pressure
including, but not limited to, diving cylinders, fire extinguishers and storage vessels for liquefied
gases such as ammonia, propane, butane, or helium etc.

“Proponent” means the responder to this RFP with the legal capacity to contract;
“Proposal” means a written response to the RFP that is submitted by a Proponent;
“Regional District” means the Regional District of Okanagan-Similkameen;

“Request for Proposals” or “RFP” means the solicitation described in this document, including any
attached or referenced appendices, schedules or exhibits and as may be modified in writing from
time to time by the Regional District;

“Services” means and includes the provision by the successful Proponent of all services, duties and
expectations as further described in this RFP;

“Sites” means all locations in which the work is expected to be performed;

“should” or “may” means a requirement having a significant degree of importance to the objectives
of the RFP but is not a mandatory requirement;

“Work” means and includes anything and everything required to be done for fulfilment and
completion of the project in accordance with this RFP and Proposal.

3.2. ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Submitting a proposal indicates acceptance of all the terms and conditions set out in the RFP, including
those that follow and that are included in all appendices and any Addenda.

A Proposal must be signed by a person authorized to sign on behalf of the Proponent.
3.3. PROPOSAL PREPARATION COSTS

All expenses incurred by the Proponent in preparation and submission of this Proposal are to be borne
by the Proponent, with the express understanding that no claims for reimbursements against the
Regional District, or any of its member municipalities, will be accepted. The Regional District shall not
be responsible for any costs involved in or associated with any meetings, discussion or negotiation
following submission that could lead to acceptance of the Proposal and award of a contract.
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3.4. PROPOSAL EVALUATION

The Regional District recognizes that “Best Value” is the essential part of purchasing a product and/ or
service and therefore the Regional District may prefer a Proposal with a higher price, if it offers greater
value and better serves the Regional District’s interests, as determined by the Regional District, over a
Proposal with a lower price.

Schedule ‘C’ contains the information regarding how Proposals will be evaluated.

The Regional District, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to:
e reject any or all Proposals whether complete or not,
e reject any Proposal it considers not in its best interests,
e waive any minor irregularity or insufficiency in the Proposal submitted,
e not be liable for misunderstandings or errors in the Request for Proposals,
e contact references provided by the Proponents,
e retain independent persons or contractors for assistance in evaluating Proposals,
e request points of clarification to assist the Regional District in evaluating Proposals,
e negotiate changes with the successful Proponent,
e award separate contracts for separate work components, and
e withdraw the Request for Proposals.

3.5. PROPOSAL PRESENTATION

The Regional District reserves the right to request one or more of the Proponents whose submissions
are of particular interest to the Regional District, to make an oral presentation to the Regional District.

3.6. NO CONTRACT

This RFP is not a tender and does not commit the Regional District in any way to select a preferred
Proponent. By submitting a Proposal and participating in the process as outlined in this RFP,
Proponents expressly agree that no contractual, tort or other legal obligation of any kind is formed
under or imposed on the Regional District by this RFP or submissions prior to the completed execution
of a formal written Contract.

3.7. NO OBILGATION TO PROCEED

The Regional District fully intends at this time to proceed with the proposed project, however the
Regional District is under no obligation to proceed to award of the Contract. The receipt by the Regional
District of any information (including submissions, ideas, plans, drawings, models or other materials
communicated or exhibited by any intended proponent, or on its’ behalf) shall not impose any
obligations on the Regional District.

There is no guarantee by the Regional District that the process initiated by the issuance of this RFP will
continue, or that this RFP process or any RFP process will result in a Contract with the Regional District
for the purchase of the equipment, service, or project.
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3.8. NEGOTIATION WITH PREFERRED PROPONENT

The Proponent that submits the most advantageous Proposal may be awarded the Contract. The
Regional District reserves the right to accept or reject all or parts of the Proposal, however, the Regional
District is not precluded from negotiating with the preferred proponent to modify its Proposal to best
suit the needs of the Regional District.

The Regional District will enter into negotiations with a preferred Proponent to finalize any scope
changes necessary to implement the project, as generally described in this RFP. If the Regional District
considers that it is unlikely to settle such agreements with the preferred Proponent despite having
negotiated with the preferred Proponent, the Regional District is entitled to cease negotiations with
the preferred Proponent and to begin negotiations with another Proponent.

3.9. ACCEPTANCE OF PROPOSAL

Following acceptance of the Proposal, the agreement that the successful Proponent will be expected
to execute with the Regional District, will contain terms similar to those provided in Schedule ‘D’.

The expected attachments to the agreement will include the Request for Proposals and the Proponents
Proposal submission and any mutually agreed upon modifications, changes or negotiated adjustments.

3.10. LIABILITY FOR ERRORS

While the Regional District has expended considerable efforts to ensure an accurate representation of
information in this Request for Proposal, the information contained in this Request for Proposals is
supplied solely as a guideline for Proponents. The information is not guaranteed or warranted to be
accurate by the Regional District, nor is it comprehensive or exhaustive.

Nothing in this Request for Proposals is intended to relieve Proponents from forming their own
opinions and conclusions with respect to the matters addressed in the Scope of Work.

3.11. PROPOSAL CONFIDENTIALITY AND PROPRIETARY INFORMATION

All submissions become the property of the Regional District and will not be returned to the Proponent.
The Regional District will consider all Proposals submitted as confidential but reserves the right to make
copies of all Proposals received for its internal review and for review by its financial, accounting, legal,
and technical consultants.

Proponents should be aware that the Regional District is a “public body” as defined in and subject to
the provisions of the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act.

If the Proponent believes any of the information requested in this RFP and provided by them is
confidential, then they should identify it as such and provide a rationale as to why it should not be
released under “Freedom of Information” legislation.
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3.12. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

A Proponent shall disclose in its Proposal any actual or potential conflicts of interest and existing
business relationships it may have with the Regional District, its elected or appointed officials or
employees, any property ownership direct or indirect in the Regional District jurisdiction. The Regional
District may rely on such disclosure.

3.13. NO COLLUSION

Except as otherwise specified or as arising by reason of the provision of the contract documents, no
person whether natural, or body corporate, other than the Proponent has or will have any interest or
share in this Proposal or in the proposed contract which may be completed in respect thereof.

There is no collusion or arrangement between the Proponent and any other actual or prospective
Proponents in connection with Proposals submitted for this project. The Proponent has no knowledge
of the contents of other Proposals and has made no comparison of figures or agreement or
arrangement, express or implied, with any other party in connection with the making of the Proposal.

3.14. NOT AN EMPLOYEE

The successful Proponent will acknowledge and agree that neither the Proponent nor any person
employed by or associated with the successful Proponent in the performance of the services or
otherwise, is an employee of, or has an employment relationship of any kind with the Regional District
or is in any way entitled to terms or conditions of employment or employment benefits of any kind
whatsoever form the Regional District under any collective agreement or otherwise including but not
limited to private programs or coverages and statutory programs and coverages, whether under the
Employment Standards Act of British Columbia (as amended from time to time), the Workers
Compensation Act of British Columbia (as amended from time to time), the Employment Insurance Act
of Canada (as amended from time to time), health pay contributions or otherwise.

3.15. LITIGATION

Proponents who, either directly or indirectly through another corporation or entity, have been or are
in litigation, or who have served notice with intent to proceed with court action against the Regional
District in connection with any contract for works or services, may be considered ineligible Proponents.
Receipt of Proposals from such Proponents may be disqualified from the evaluation process.

4. GENERAL PROPOSAL CONTENT

Content to be included in the Proposal at minimum includes:
4.1. PROPONENT INFORMATION
e COMPANY INFORMATION: Full name, address, email and telephone number of the submitting office

of the Proponent and where applicable, the name, address, email and telephone number of any
branch office, affiliate or subcontractors that will be involved in the project.
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e PROJECT SUPERINTENDENT: The Proposal shall identify the proposed project superintendent who
will be the single point of contact, responsible for direct interaction with the Regional District. State
his/ her position and credentials. Describe the work to be performed by the project superintendent,
his/ her qualifications and substantive experience directly related to the proposed Work as per the
Project Scope and Safety Requirements.

e PROPOSED PROJECT PERSONNEL: The Proposal shall list individuals who will have major
responsibilities for the performance of the Work. Describe the Work to be performed by each listed
individual and their qualifications in terms of certification and substantive experience directly
related to the proposed project as per the Project Scope.

The Proposal should include the following endorsement:
“Identified Project Personnel members shall only be replaced with written approval
of the Regional District.”

e REFERENCES: The Proposal shall provide no less than two (2) references that are relevant to the
proposed Work. The references should be from a third party who can provide information about
the performance of the Proponent in delivering services for the experience cited.

4.2. SUB-CONTRACTORS

The Proposal shall include the company name of all subcontractors proposed to be used in the
performance of the Work with a description of the work they would be performing.

The subcontractors listed in the Proposal may not be changed without the written consent of the
Regional District. If the Regional District so requires, the Proponent shall be prepared to confirm to
the Regional District the competence of subcontractors prior to acceptance of the Proposal.

4.3. METHODOLOGY

The Proposal shall contain an outline of strategies and skills that will be used to manage the project’s
expectations, resources, and budget to ensure quality control. The methodology must discuss how the
tasks listed in the Scope of Work will be completed in accordance with environmental and safety
regulations. The Proponent should identify any specialized equipment and what services or interaction
is required from the/with the Regional District.

4.4. PROPOSAL CONTENT & INNOVATION

The Proponent shall address in the Proposal submission, all the information as requested in the RFP
documentation. The Proponent is also encouraged to include innovative, alternative or unique
solutions to the Proposal subject that may, along with other things, indicate cost initiatives, improved
environmental impacts, better public relations and/ or project acceptance, reduced risk, improved
management or administrative efficiencies, etc. Any alternative Proposals submitted should include
all the requirements of the original RFP with costs identified for comparative purposes.

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5. TERM AND FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

5.1. TERM

Should the Regional District choose to enter into a Service Contract the effective term of the Contract
will be for a three (3) year period from the date of commencement. At the discretion of the Regional
District, the Service Contract Term may be extended for a period of up to an additional two (2) years
(the "Renewal Term").

5.2. PROPOSAL COSTS

The proposed prices (Schedule ‘B’) shall include all applicable taxes, including but not limited to sales
tax, custom duties and all other taxes on labour, services and equipment, save and except only the
Federal Goods and Service Tax (GST). The Contractor’s mobilization, demobilization, transportation,
storage, processing and recycling costs shall be included in the unit prices listed in the Proposal. There
shall be no additional payment.

5.3. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX ADJUSTMENT

The Regional District shall pay the Contractor in Canadian funds for the performance of the Contract in
accordance with the amounts stipulated in the Proposal Submission. Annually on the anniversary of
Contract commencement the prices shall be increased by the amount obtained by multiplying such
amounts by the percentage change in the All-ltems Consumer Price Index for BC published by Statistics
Canada for the immediately preceding 12-month period, the percentage increase shall not exceed
three percent (3%).

If this CPI index is not immediately available on the Contract commencement date, the Contract Price
from the previous year shall continue to apply and the Contract Price shall then be adjusted, if
necessary, after the CPl index becomes available.

6. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

6.1. REGULATORY COMPLIANCE

The Contractor must maintain a Work Place/Job Site that is in compliance with all requirements of the
Workers Compensation Act [RSBC 1996] and the Occupational Health and Safety Regulation. The
Contractor is required to meet or exceed at all times, the requirements as detailed in their Corporate
Health and Safety Plan.

6.2. SAFETY PLAN
Qualified proponents must provide the Regional District with a Safety Plan describing all activities
involved in the management of used Pressurized Tanks including; personnel, vehicle, TDG, applicable

placarding and other signage as well as all PPE required, including but not limited to respiratory
protection, high visibility apparel, gloves, appropriate footwear and eye protection.

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6.3. PRIME CONTRACTOR

The successful proponent shall be designated Prime Contractor for the Work and designated Work
Area of the Site and agree to perform all the duties and responsibilities of the Prime Contractor as set
out in the most current edition of the Workers” Compensation Board, Occupational Health and Safety
Regulation including amendments. The contractor shall be responsible for the securing the designated
work area from the public, RDOS and other contractors on site (when working).

6.4. WORKERS COMPENSATION ACT

The Proponent, and any proposed sub-contractors, shall provide a Work Safe BC (Workers
Compensation Board) Registration Number in the Proposal and shall at the time of signing a contract
agreement, provide proof of payment of claims in good standing with WorkSafe BC.

7. PROJECT SCOPE OF WORK

While the Regional District has used considerable effort to ensure an accurate representation of
information in this RFP, the information contained herein is given solely as a guideline for Proponents.
The information is not guaranteed to be accurate, nor is it necessarily comprehensive or exhaustive.

7.1. HOURS OF WORK AND SITE SECURITY

The Regional District is cognizant of its responsibility to adjoining properties with regard to noise, dust
and general nuisance resulting from various landfill operations. Access to each site during non-
operating hours of the landfill may be arranged with the Regional District’s Representative in
accordance with applicable bylaws regulating the landfill operation. The Regional District is not
responsible for any losses or damages to equipment incurred on site during or after hours of operation.

7.2. SITE SERVICES

The Regional District is not committed to the provision of any site services (power telephone, water or
sewer). The Contractor is responsible for making arrangements for required site services, either with
the Regional District or outside agencies.

7.3. PROCESS DESCRIPTION

In addition to the information required under Section 4. GENERAL PROPOSAL CONTENT the Proponent
must address the means by which they propose to manage the Pressurized Tanks located at each
Landfill Site. The successful proponent will indicate to the Regional District that all transport,
extraction, decommissioning and recycling (where applicable) is in conformance with all regulatory
requirements.

Tank contents are pressurized and often contain flammable liquid or gas propellants. The Proponent
must indicate the method that tank contents are to be discharged, collected and disposed or recycled
in a safe and compliant process. The Proponent must detail the methodology of extracting the tanks
contents and the name and location of the Authorized Reclamation Facility(s) to which the contents
will be assigned, and the decommissioning and recycling (where applicable) of the metal tank cylinder.

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7.4. DOCUMENTS AND RECORDS

The Proponent must provide the method by which they will track, record and verify to the Regional
District the safe disposal of tank, tank contents and tank unit counts for payment.

Proponent must include examples of; Manifests, Chain of Custody, Collection Unit Count Verification
Slips, Proof of Disposal and all other relevant documentation.

7.5. SERVICE SCHEDULE
The Regional District ideally would like to keep to a minimum the number of Pressurized Tanks on

Site at all times, however it is critical that the volume of stockpiled pressurized tanks is minimized
during the summer fire season. The Proponent must indicate that this requirement will be met.
